3. Click on any cell outside of the chart to unselect the single label.
4. Single Click on a label that is visible

o If only one label is selected, not all, click out of the chart in a different cell, then single click on
a visible label. It may take a couple of tries to get them all selected as shown below.

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5. On the Format Data Labels menu, uncheck “Value From Cells”, “Value” and “Show Leader Lines”, then re-

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6. On the Format Data Labels menu, click on “Reset Label Text” button.
